We are grateful for the strong momentum the Lord continues to bring to our school. Population growth in
our service area has resulted in an increased number of families seeking a Christ-centered, academically
rigorous education within a community of shared values. That interest is both affirming and humbling, and
it reflects the faithfulness of our faculty, students, and families.

As a result, we are seeing unprecedented demand for enroliment - well in advance of our reenroliment
window for current families. For this reason, | encourage you to complete your child’s reenrollment as
early as possible. After January 31, we will begin offering available seats to over a hundred highly qualified
new students currently waiting for admission, at which point we can no longer guarantee enrollment for
the coming school year.

Even amid this significant interest, we remain committed to a deliberate path that prioritizes quality over
guantity. Classroom size caps will remain in place as we continue to admit students from mission-fit
families who are well prepared to thrive in our community. Our goal is to remain small enough that
relationships remain deep and meaningful, yet large enough to sustain a broad and excellent academic and
co-curricular program.

A significant portion of this year’s tuition increase is again directed toward faculty compensation, reflecting
our commitment to retaining and supporting exceptional teachers. Considering tuition comparisons with
other independent schools in our area, and the broader inflationary pressures faced by all families, we
believe a Prince Avenue education continues to represent a strong and responsible investment in both
academic excellence and Christian discipleship.

Thank you for your continued partnership, trust, and commitment to the direction of our school. We are
excited about what lies ahead and grateful to walk this journey with you.

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Reenrollment Instructions

In February, the PACS leadership team will begin making financial decisions for the next school year
based on the number of reenrolled students. In private schools like ours, enrollment drives the
budgetary process, and the competition for securing quality teachers and service providers for the
next school year begins at this time. Due to the need for accurate student data from current PACS
families, we encourage you to complete the reenrollment process early. After January 31, we can no
longer guarantee your child’s space for next year if they are not reenrolled. Additionally, grade level
changes cannot be guaranteed after February 1°% so you will want to make sure you are reenrolling
your child in the correct grade level for the 2026-2027 school year.

To complete our online reenrollment process, you will access your FACTS Family Portal through your

existing login.

e Please go to https://factsmgt.com/login/

e Select Family Portal Login from the section under For Families.
e The district code is PACS-GA. Type in your username and password. If you have forgotten your
username or password, please click on the link provided.

e After logging in, click on the Apply / Enroll button in the left menu.

e Click on the Enrollment/Reenrollment button to begin.

You will need to complete reenrollment for each of your PACS students. The online process should
take approximately 15 minutes per student to complete. Your information will be saved if you need to

finish at a later time.

You will be prompted to set up a payment plan for tuition. The chart below displays the standard options
that are available for all families. NEW for 2026-27: If you need to request an option that is NOT one of
these standard choices, please select the “Request Additional Options from School” plan. If you select this
plan, (1) the Business Office will send you a follow-up email with a link and further instructions, and (2)
you will need to make temporary selections, including a financial account and payment dates, so that you

can complete reenroliment.

Discounts and Financial Aid

Annual Payment Discount - Families who pay in full by June 15, 2026, will receive a 4% discount off
their final tuition. Full payments received by August 3, 2026, will receive a 2% discount.
Prince Avenue Baptist Church Member Discount — A 10% discount is available for parents and
guardians who are active members of PABC, attend church regularly, and have tithed/gifted an
amount that is equal to or greater than the discount amount per student during the preceding 12
months. PABC will verify all requests for this discount and will provide the school with a yes/no as
to whether all criteria are met for the discount. In situations where family tithing may not cover
the full discount for all students, a discount may be applied in whole student increments.
Tuition discounts are not offered for students in the pre-kindergarten program.
Financial Aid is limited and available to select families who qualify based on mathematical
computations by FACTS used to determine aid eligibility. Financial aid requests will be accepted
using data from the 2025 tax year, so please prepare your tax return prior to completing a financial
aid request. Financial aid requests will be considered as received; however, aid requests should be
submitted before May 15" to ensure an aid award is posted to FACTS prior to the first tuition
payment date.

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Needs-Based Scholarships

There are a select number of needs-based scholarships that are primarily awarded to students who possess
scholastic aptitude and display strong Christian character traits. Please review the scholarship offerings on
the PACS website at http://www.princeave.org/admissions/scholarships. Scholarship applications are due
to the front office by Monday, March 30", 2026.

Incidental Fees

In an effort to keep general tuition for all students at an affordable rate, those students who elect to
participate in co-curricular activities and use auxiliary services will be assessed incidental fees that are
necessary in order to cover the costs of administering each optional activity. A listing of incidental fees is
available on the school website at http://www.princeave.org/admissions/tuition-fees. Please use the
posted incidental fees as a guideline until the 2026-2027 fees are finalized during the summer break.

Returned Payments and/or Overdue Balances

Prince Avenue Christian School relies on each partner family to pay student tuition and incidental charges
in a timely manner. For returned payments, FACTS charges a $30 non-sufficient funds (NSF) fee in addition
to charges you may receive from your bank. Prince Avenue Christian School charges a $25 fee per
occurrence on late tuition payments and assesses a 2% per month late fee for unpaid incidental balances.
Grades, report cards, and diplomas (for graduating students) will not be released until a family’s FACTS
account is paid in full.

If neither the payment due nor satisfactory arrangements have been made within 60 school days after the
due date, the student may be withdrawn from classes by the school. If this occurs, in order to reenroll, the
full registration process must be followed. Chronically past due accounts may be turned over to a
collection agency, and all collection fees will be the responsibility of the student’s parents or legal
guardians.

Early Withdrawal

Initial acceptance and reenroliment contracts with Prince Avenue Christian School represent a binding
agreement between a family and the school to pay full tuition for the contract period, which is one school
year. Because teacher contracts, school services, curriculum, and supplies are funded and purchased at
the beginning of each school year based upon student enrollment, honoring the one-year contract period
is necessary to ensure the school delivers the services agreed upon after students are enrolled. Exceptions
to this contract commitment include:

o Withdrawal following reenrollment but prior to the first day of school:

If a student is withdrawn after reenrollment but before the first day of school, the contracting
party forfeits the reenroliment fee and will be charged 20% of the annual tuition amount for the
upcoming school year. Following the receipt of 20% of tuition for the upcoming school year AND
after all outstanding financial balances are paid, the contracting party will be released from the
remaining tuition balance for the upcoming school year.

e Withdrawal following the first day of school:

If a student is withdrawn after the first day of school, tuition for the remainder of the school year is
required. Case-by-case exceptions may be granted by the head of school for reasons such as
relocation, change in marital status, and employment termination (loss of income). All requests
must be submitted in writing.

Annual Tuition can be paid either by a lump sum in advance or by a monthly payment plan over 12
months, with the first payment due on June 15, 2026, and the final payment due on May 17, 2027. The
tuition for students who are accepted after June will be spread over the remaining months of the school
year with the final tuition payment due on May 17%.

Tuition Discounts

Parents/guardians who are active members of
PABC, which includes regular attendance to
Prince Avenue Baptist Church 10% worship services and regular giving through the
Member Discount stewardship program of the church. This
information will be verified with the church prior
to the discount being applied.

Ministers must provide a letter from their church
verifying full-time employment.

A discount of $500 per year will be applied for
each student beyond the first child.

4% Tuition is paid in full by June 15, 2026.

2% Tuition is paid in full by August 3, 2026.
